Strippit LVD 1212 Turret Punch Purchased 
This new machine was purchased 
January 1st, from the local 
manufacturing facility of Strippit in 
Akron, NY. This machine is a high 
speed punching turret with 21 stations 
including three auto-index stations. The 
table is of newly designed brushes that 
reduces scratching on the stainless steel 
material. This machine punches .135 
thick steel at 20 metric tons and handles 
a sheet 48 x 96, it can punch at 300 
hpm (hits per minute).  
 
See a sample of this work below 
performed on 11 ga. 304 stainless steel 
baffles that had over 3,000 holes in each 
half and took only 15 minutes to punch !
